Synopsis: As restorative dentists, we are always seeking to create esthetic, long lasting restorations.  The development of new dental ceramics has created a market place filled with different options with improve strength and beauty.  The goal of this lecture will be to discuss the different ceramics available to us, including their strengths and weaknesses and review their specific clinical indications and contraindications for use. In addition, he is a clinical instructor at UBC dental school, and a staff prosthodontist at the Vancouver General Hospital, Department of Dentistry, providing prosthodontic care to hospitalized and medically compromised patients.
